Bruce William Anderson (Piano Master Class) was born in 1953 in Miami Beach, Florida. He holds a BA degree in Music from Eckerd College, St. Petersburg, FL and a Master’s degree in Music Education from the University of Southern Florida at Tampa.  From 1974 to 1977 he was both instructor of Organ and Suzuki Program Director at Eckerd College.  In 1977 he entered the teacher training program of the Talent Education Institute (Suzuki Method) in Matsumoto, Japan, and received his Suzuki Piano Teaching diploma from Dr. Suzuki in 1980. During those 3 ½ years he resided in Japan and studied the Suzuki Piano Method with its co-author Dr. Haruko Kataoka and the Suzuki Violin Method with Dr. Suzuki and Ms. Yuko Mori.  

After returning to the United States, Mr. Anderson was the Instructor of Suzuki Piano at the University of South Florida and then at the University of Tampa.  He currently maintains a large private studio in St. Petersburg Beach, Florida, teaching students as well as training teachers in the Suzuki Piano Method. 

A highly sought-after clinician, Mr. Anderson has conducted countless seminars and workshops worldwide for piano teachers and education conferences.  He is trilingual, teaching in the English, Spanish and Japanese languages. 

Rae Kate Shen (Piano Master Class) holds a Bachelor’s degree in Piano Performance and a Master of Music in Accompanying Performance from the University of Southern California.  She teaches piano and coordinates the Suzuki Program at the University of Redlands, and formerly at The Colburn School. She is also an adjunct faculty member teaching piano classes at Riverside Community College. She is a registered teacher trainer with the Suzuki Association of the Americas and trains teachers in the Suzuki Piano Method on a year-round basis. 

Ms. Shen has studied extensively with Dr. Kataoka in the U.S. as well as many times in Matsumoto, Japan, most recently this past February with Dr. Kataoka's former trainees. A frequent guest clinician at numerous institutes and workshops throughout the United States, she is also an adjudicator for the Music Teachers’ Association of California, a founding teacher in the inaugural year of the Carnegie Hall Royal Conservatory Achievement Program, and a concertizing pianist for the Marina Chamber Ensemble.
